   This Lenten season, you are 
invited to go on A Journey to Hope 
as we travel with Jesus to the cross, 
discovering along the way that 
Hope can be found even as we 
encounter some of lifeõs most 
difficult circumstances.  
1st Sunday: Who is on this journey 
with you? This segment tackles the 
importance of being involved in 
faith friendships and learning to 
lean on Christ as the ultimate 
Friend.    
2nd Sunday: Identity and self-
esteem can make or break the          
journey. Finding a firm foundation 
in who you are called to be will help 
you overcome obstacles. 
3rd Sunday: We all rely on work to 
meet the financial needs incurred in 
our journey, but how can work it-
self be realized as a joyful destina-
tion? The disciples gave up all of 
their things to live out their passion 
for Christ. Many of us give up all of 
our passions to have ɣthings. How 
can we find a balance?  
4th Sunday: When we get tired 
along the way, it is tempting to stop 
or turn around. To go the distance, 
we must learn to ɣrefuel. Prayer 
(personal and communal) is one 
means to build strength as Christ 
illustrates even in His most          
difficult times.  
5th Sunday: Money is a means of 
exchange for something that we 
want. Any journey requires 
ɣpurchases along the way. Do you 
have a healthy relationship with  
money? In other words, do you 
have money, or does money have 
you? We will encounter scriptures 
that illustrate both (The Rich 
Young  Ruler & The Widowõs Mite) 
and  focus on Christõs response.

   The mission committee requests 
the congregationõs help to support 
The United Methodist Committee on 
Reliefõs (UMCOR) mission òto allevi-
ate human suffering ñ caused by 
war, conflict or natural disaster ñ 
with open minds and hearts to all 
people.ó  We will be collecting health 
kits to deliver to the Virginia Annual 
Conference in June. These kits will 
provide the basic necessities to    
people who have been forced to 
leave their homes due to a conflict or 
a natural disaster.  Please seal the   
following items in a one-gallon    
plastic bag:  

R One hand towel (15ó x 25ó up to 
17ó x 27ó);  

R one washcloth;  

R one comb (large and sturdy, not 
pocket-sized);  

R one metal nail file or fingernail 
clippers (no emery boards or 
toenail clippers);  

R one bar of soap (bath size, 3 oz. 
and up);  

R one toothbrush only in original 
wrapper (no child-size brushes);  

R six adhesive plastic sterile band-
ages (band-aids).   

Please donõt include toothpaste.         
We will start collecting these kits in 
March.  As an alternative to making  
a kit, you may consider making a    
donation for the purchase of a kit.

On Being In Control

   I  know a lot of people who are    
excessively concerned about control.  
Some of them I know from work, 
and some from other places (I wonõt 
say where). These are people who  
try to control situations and         
circumstances that are not within their 
sphere of responsibility to control, or 
maybe just are too unimportant to worry 
about.  Iõll call them òcontrol peopleó 
for short. 
 

Control people usually are difficult to 
deal with, because their attitude is 
òmy way or the highway.ó In an   
organization, they may try to        
manipulate everything that happens 
around them, including things that 
have been assigned to others.  They 
may try to micromanage tasks that 
are supposed to have been delegated 
to others. They may be resistant to 
any change or plan that they didnõt 
come up with themselves, just     

because they didnõt come up with it 
themselves. 
 

It is easy to say that control people 
are just full of themselves, but that is 
not a very helpful insight. Most of us 
are selfish and thoughtless in particu-
lar ways because of our own quirks; 
calling others selfish without under-
standing why just causes conflict.  I 
think that the primary motivation for 
the behavior of control  people is 
fear. They have experienced ð maybe 
in their childhood ð life in a way that 
felt out of control to them. Because 
of those experiences they have very 
deep fears, which they may not even    
consciously know about, of death, or 
abandonment, or conflict, or     
something else that is terrifying to 
them. And over that thing, or those 
things, they have no control.  So  
instead they organize their desks, 
they check up on their subordinates 
one day after giving them an assign-
ment, they intrude into the business 
of committees that they donõt sit on, 
and they generally make a nuisance 
of themselves, all to try to control 
something that they can have some 
influence over, to make themselves 
feel better about the much more  
important things over which they 
have no influence. 
 

Our religion provides spiritual    
guidance about exactly this problem.  
It is this: we have very little control 
over the important things in life, and 
that is a good thing, because we would 
get them all wrong if we did.        
Instead, they are in the hands of 
God, who loves us and has both the 
wisdom and power to make things 
come out right in the end. By trying 
to control everything around us, we 
are resisting God by nominating  
ourselves to pull the strings of the   
universe ð a terrifyingly hopeless 
task. By surrendering the illusion of 
control that we are trying to comfort 
ourselves with, we inherit the       
infinitely greater comfort ð and relief 
ð of handing over an impossible  
burden to One who is actually able 
to bear it for us.

The Order of Worship:   
A Four -part Series 

 

   Many people, even regular church-
goers, may not realize the rationale 
behind the order of worship printed 
every week in your bulletin. In this 
four-part series, we will explore each 
of the sections of our services.  
 

The first is Entrance: Gathering of 
the People. As you gather together,        
personal conversations ought to be  
conducted in the narthex; the          
sanctuary should be entered in           
silence, as it is a place of worship. 
The service starts with the prelude,          
a time of quiet meditation in prepara-
tion for the worship to follow. Often 
this music is relatively soft, to allow 
for private prayer, reading of the  
order of worship or the dayõs           
Scripture reading. Following a word 
of welcome, the chimes  indicate             
it is time to stand for the choral in-
troit, call to worship and prayer, and 
opening hymn. Then comes our 
hymn for peace and passing thereof, 
followed by childrenõs time with their 
special song, offering of our gifts, 
and an anthem. This all, through  
music and word, sets the tone for  
the remainder of the service.

   The following excerpt is from The 
Purpose Driven Church by Rick Warren. 

 

"Being contemporary without    
compromising ñ Anyone who is 
serious about it, must be willing to 
live with the tension of what Bruce 
and Marshall Shelley call ôour       
ambidextrous calling.õ On the one 
hand we are obligated to remain 
faithful to the unchanging Word of 
God. On the other hand we must 
minister in an ever-changing world. 
Sadly, many Christians unwilling to 
live with this tension retreat to one 
of two extremes. 
 

Some churches, fearing worldly   
infection, retreat into isolation from 
today's culture. While most do not 
retreat as far back as the Amish have, 
many churches seem to think that 
the 1950s was the golden age, and 
they are determined to preserve that 
era in their church. What I admire 
about the Amish is at least they are 
honest about it. They freely admit 
that they have chosen to preserve  
the lifestyle of the 1800s. In             
contrast, churches that try to          
perpetuate the culture of the 1950õs 
usually deny their intent or they try 
to prove with proof-texts that they 
are doing it the way it was done in 
New Testament times. 
 

Then there are those who, fearing 
irrelevance, foolishly imitate the   
latest fad and fashion. In their      
attempt to relate to today's culture 
they compromise the message and 
lose all sense of being set apart. Too 
often, these churches offer a message 
that emphasizes the benefits of the    
Gospel while ignoring the responsi-
bility and cost of following Christ. 
 

Is there a way to minister in our   
culture without compromising our 
convictions? I believe there is. The 
solution is to follow Christ's example 
of ministering to people. Jesus never 

lowered His standards, but he always 
started where the   people were. He 
was contemporary without compro-
mising that truth." 
 

As we review Cameron's mission of 
Loving, Learning and Serving, let us 
rededicate ourselves and ask God to 
lead us down the road that He would 
like for us to take.
